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Shant Cottage - From Parsonage to Pub

he Mudge Map, the first Ordnance
Survey Map published in 1801,
shows the location of the Burham Par-
sonage. It is mentioned in Edward
Hasted’s History and Topographical Sur-
vey of the County of Kent, published be-
tween 1788 and 1799. He states that
when described in writings of 1445, it
was situated in a lonely place, and re-
mote from neighbours, by reason of
which no vicar without a family could in-
habit it alone with safety. It was located
in an area beyond what is now the water
treatment works. However the Parson-
age changed its use.

Arthur Huggins, who spent his work-
ing life at the Burham Brick, Lime and
Cement Works, spoke on his retirement
of ‘the old thatched house which was
situated in the centre of the works and
what was formerly the Parsonage of the
old Burham Parish Church, that later
had its personality changed by being
made into a public house!

The census records for the late 1800s
show members of the Butler family (later
landlords of the Walnut Tree, Eccles) re-
siding at the building. It is described as
both a Shant and a Beer Store.

Shant Cottage as the building became
known, was used as a dwelling in later
years. The Sanders family resided there
during the second half of the 19th cen-
tury. James Sanders, the head of the
family, was the Brickfield Superintend-
ent.

The Tolhurst family were known to
have lived there during the 1940s. | be-
lieve that the last family to live there
were the Twort family who had a small
holding and kept cattle. The building
was eventually demolished.

Shant Cottage is not to be confused
with the Canteen of the West Kent Port-
land Cement Company’s - Aylesford
Branch, located near the river crossing
to New Hythe. This building was known
as The Shant, the word being used
again to describe somewhere that alco-
holic drink could be purchased.

Scarborough Terrace (Rochester Rd)
The gateway and signage is due to be
installed by KCC Highways in the
October school half-term as a road clo-
sure is required.

New ‘Welcome to Burham’ sign

For Village Road, Peters Village has
now been added to the Highway
Improvement Plan. We await further in-
formation from Highways.

Inappropriate/inconsiderate parking
Please ensure that you do not park on
double yellow lines or in areas that can
cause problems. Parking is very re-
stricted in the village especially on the
narrow sections of the roads. Double
yellow lines are there to ensure the
safety of all.

Parish Council Car Parks

The re-lining of the 3 parish council-
owned car parks took place early Au-
gust. Many thanks for residents’
co-operation in clearing the car parks of
vehicles prior to the work being carried
out. Bell Lane car park was the first one
to be relined and was re-opened within
a few hours.

Rochester Road Closure

at Alex Hill on 26 September

KCC have advised that a road closure
will take place on Thursday 26 Septem-
ber Bull Lane, Eccles and New Court
Road. Nu Venture have been advised,
so we would surmise that the Nu Ven-
ture bus will not run on that day. At the
time of publication, Nu Venture could
not confirm.

Free Health Checks

It is hoped that Malling Primary Net-
works will be holding a once a month
free health and well being check in the
village. This would be available to all
residents 18+ who attend Thornhills,
West Malling, Wateringbury, Phoenix or
Snodland GP Surgeries. We are cur-
rently in contact with them to arrange a
suitable location within the village. It is
likely to be in one of the car parks.
Please keep an eye on the noticeboards
and website for further information.

Recyling Banks have gone

As most of you have now realised, the
cardboard/paper recycling bank has
been removed from the site. Whilst it
was hoped to continue to make this ser-
vice available, this was not possible due
to a very high increase in charges. We
also contacted the two other companies
who pay 3rd party recycling credits via
KCC. Neither of those were either cost
effective or could assist. Residents are

now required to place their cardboard/
paper recycling in their green boxes
which are collected kerbside.

War Memorial Cross

The project to repair the cross on the
war memorial itself has come to a
standstill for the time being. The con-
tractor advised that the cross is made
from cast stone which makes it imposs-
ible to repair the damaged cross. The
reinforcement steel inside the shaft is
corroding and expanding, therefore
cracking the cast stone from within. As
this cannot be repaired a replacement
cross made to the same spec is the only
option. This information was forwarded
to the War Memorial Trust, who we had
secured funding from for a repair. They
requested a new quote for a like to like
replacement cross as per best conser-
vation practice. Depending on that re-
quote we may be required to obtain
further quotes for a replacement cross,
as per the WMT guidance, hence delay-
ing the project. Therefore, it is highly
probable that the project will not go
ahead this year.

New War Memorial Wall

A new wall has been built to enable two
new plaques for the names of the fallen,
identified previously, to be added.
Quotes are being obtained for the new
plaques in Portland stone, and they will
be very similar to the previous ones in-
stalled. Twenty-four names have been
identified for the new plaques.

wen Worcester was born in Cranbrook and had an idyllic childhood in Higham
before moving to Cuxton. She relocated to Burham in the mid-1970s to Downs-
view before making the long move to Church Street where she still lives!

She trained as a Registered Nurse at the Kent and Sussex Tunbridge Wells and
during her career she gained a BSc in Nursing and became a Nurse Tutor, training
nurses at hospital and university level. For the latter part of her career she was
instrumental in the development of The Osteoporosis Unit at Medway Hospital and
the Chair of the local support group. This enabled her to talk to many groups about
the importance of bone health and and as a result of her work with the society she
was presented to the now Queen Camilla and also invited to Downing Street to pro-
mote the need to identify osteoporosis prevention.

The quiet pace of village life came as a bit of her shock but she very quickly be-
came involved in community activities. She was Churchwarden of All Saints, the Par-
ish Church, for a decade before taking the role of the PCC Secretary. Gwen is also
responsible for fundraising and organises a varied and lively programme of events in-
volving people from the villages either taking part or attending. She is a Winchester
House Pastoral Visitor, provides home communion to the sick, and a helper with the
Toddlers and Messy Church Group, bringing her in contact with all ages.

In addition to her church commitments Gwen feels passionately about those who
have found themselves in difficult circumstances and is an ardent supporter of the
local Food Bank taking donated items to East Malling and then, with her husband
Dennis, she distributes items locally to those who have asked for support. She helps
organise the annual Burham Christmas Fair, a really well attended event with lots of
good chats over a cup of tea and is currently the Treasurer of the very active village
WI group which meets meets monthly in the Village Hall.

In her spare time she likes to keep active with the village Walking Group, has tried
Walking Netball, paddle boarding and is always keen to take on new challenges! She
enjoys the lively discussions at the Burham Book Club, which meets in the Windmill
Pub every month, followed of course by a well deserved drink!

The walk climbs
through woodland and along the higher
ground to Hoo St Werburgh, giving com-
manding views of the estuary before re-
turning along the shoreline. Moderate
difficulty. 4.5 miles

Sunday 15 September

Leisurely, late summer stroll through
Brenchley's many orchards and woods,
with plenty of shady sections, lakes and
ponds. Some stiles, some slopes and a
little road walking. 5.3 miles
Wednesday 25 September

Circular Medway Valley walk from Yald-
ing to Teston, moderate difficulty. 5.5mls
Sunday 6 October

Mainly flat circular walk from East Mal-
ling through Oaken Wood towards Tes-
ton, returning via East Malling Heath.
Mix of footpaths and some lane walking.
Moderate difficulty. 6 miles

Wednesday 9 October

Rural walk from Upper Halling through
meadows, quiet woodland paths and
some rough tracks. Steep ascent to the
North Downs Way; long flat section
along the North Downs Way; drop down
to the Lost Village of Dode. Brief stop at
Dode Church before a gradual ascent to
